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About This Book

This workbook is designed as a supplement for the textbook GENKI: An Integrated
Course in Elementary Japanese. The production of the textbooK’s third edition has
required additions and other changes to the workbook to bring it into conformity

with the new text.

The Conversation and Grammar section in this book provides hiragana practice
cards before Lesson 1, and katakana practice cards before Lesson 2. Before you
begin doing the exercises, be sure to learn these characters. Every lesson contains
a worksheet for each grammar point introduced in the textbook. In addition to
providing practice on new material, the worksheets also help you to reinforce your
understanding of grammatical topics and vocabulary encountered in earlier lessons.
The serial number of each grammar point is listed so that you can, if necessary,
quickly look up the relevant explanation in the textbook and review it before doing

the workbook practice.

After studying each new grammatical idea, you are given the opportunity to review
the material comprehensively through the Questions and Listening Comprehension
sections. The Listening Comprehension section for each lesson features three or
four tasks that involve listening to dialogues and other recorded material.

The Reading and Writing section consists of kanji worksheets (Kanji Practice) and
fill-in-the-blank questions about the kanji (Using Kanji). Volume 1 also includes
English-to-Japanese translations. Newly introduced kanji should be written over
and over on the sheet until memorized. First, trace the lightly printed kanji samples,
paying attention to the balance of the characters. Then practice by copying the kanji
over and over again in the blank spaces to the right. For stroke order, please refer to
the kanji chart in the textbook.

For the fill-in-the-blank questions, you should read the entire sentence before filling
in the blanks in order to learn kanji in context. When practicing the English-to-
Japanese translations in Volume 1, you should use previously studied kanji whenever
possible.

By using this workbook in tandem with the textbook, you will learn elementary

Japanese with greater efficiency.
